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Dear Parents,

Welcome to Year 3!  We are looking forward to teaching the class for what will surely be another busy and rewarding year.  Mrs Gregson will continue to teach Literacy and Numeracy in the mornings and Mrs Hewitt will again teach the afternoon subjects.  Mrs Drummond-Dunn will be our (almost) full-time teaching assistant and Mrs Jago will be assisting in the mornings.
Attached is a copy of our Autumn Term Plans.  They will provide you with an idea of what Class 3 will be studying until half term.

P.E. will be on Thursdays, for the whole afternoon.  It will be taught by Mr Bennetts, who is a specialised P.E. teacher and Jack Rickard will assist.  Please ensure that your child has a named P.E. kit in school.  In the summer term the children will be also swimming on Mondays (details to follow nearer the time).
Literacy and numeracy homework will be set on Mondays, and due in Fridays.  In addition to this, pupils are asked to learn ten spellings a week and practice a particular times table.  They will be tested on these every Friday.  The numeracy homework will generally be a short activity or game.  It is continually being shown that children’s attainment can be greatly improved if parents are involved in their children’s learning.  Little and fairly frequently is better than lots occasionally.

Children will be given the opportunity to change their reading scheme books every morning and their school library books every Wednesday.  They will be encouraged to read independently, both in school and at home.  
Parent interviews will take place sometime in October (details to follow).  However, please do not hesitate to contact us if there is something that you wish to discuss before then.  You are always welcome and we would certainly be grateful of any help that you wish to offer!  We are in particular need of help with hearing individual children read.  Even if you cannot offer a regular slot, we would hugely appreciate even half an hour at any time.
