Portraying relationships (Unit 3A): Exploring ideas & collecting information about people & using this make a double portrait that communicates their relationship; investigating visual qualities; experimenting with painting techniques to communicate their ideas & experiences; commenting on differences & similarities between their own and others’ work; suggesting improvements to their own work.
	DESIGN TECHNOLOGY

Photograph frames (Unit 3D): To gain an understanding of the ways in which structures can be made stable, recognising conflicting demands on the structure; to design & make a complete personalised free-standing photograph frame, appropriate for a particular person.

Three Little Birds: to listen with understanding and direction, recognize styles of music, develop a context for the history of music, find pulse building to the extended dimensions of rhythm and pitch, use correct musical vocabulary, work together in a band/ensemble, play instrumental parts,  improvise with a little more creativity and understanding, compose simple melodies.
