Thank you 
so much for all your support with researching your family trees and sending in historical 
items for us to investigate.  We will take this learning with us into the second half of the 
autumn term where our topic will be ‘Do you remember when?’   
 
Phonics This week is our assessment week.  The children have all made excellent progress 
with learning their sounds, with blending and beginning to read.  Your child’s yellow reading 
diary will come home on Wednesday with a phonics book for them to read over the half 
term based on the sounds they can confidently recognise.  We will also make a note of any 
sounds your child is less confident with plus some ideas for practising their blending skills.  
Please continue to hear your child read every day and sign the yellow reading diary for their 
phonics work and the blue reading diary for the daily reader and library books.  
 
Half term Challenge Keeping up with daily reading is important, even if it just a short 
session.  Please also practise name writing and number recognition to at least 10.  It would 
be great if you could pop a few photos on to Tapestry of your half term adventures so that 
the children can use these as a prompt to talk to us about what they have been up to.
